SAMASTA PUUSTA

Taman voi tehdéa kahden henkilén paritehtédvana
tai pienessa ryhmaéssa.

Toiminta:

Etsikéa Salkku-niminen ndyttelytila taidemuseon 2. kerroksesta.
Katselkaa tarkasti teoksia ja yrittékaa painaa ne mieleenne. Toinen
sulkee silmansa, ja toinen valitsee mielessaéan yhden teoksen, jota
alkaa kuvailemaan daneen. Kerro materiaaleista, onko teos tehty
esimerkiksi puusta tai tekstiileista. Kerro vareista, muodoista,
pinnoista, teemoista. Kun silm&t kiinni oleva kokee, ett4 arvaa miké
teos on kyseessa, voi han avata silmansa ja osoittaa sormella
kyseista teosta. Vaihtakaa rooleja ja toistakaa tehtéava.

PORONSARVI

Toiminta:

Asetu nayttelysalin penkille tai lattialle. Ota pussista vanerilevy ja
kaikki poronsarviluut. Tutki vanerilevylla olevia muotoja seka
poronsarviluita. Etsi luille parit ja asettele ne vanerilevylle muotojen
paalle. Mika jaa ilman paria?

Lisatietoa:

Suomalaisissa metsissa elaa hirvieldimid,: hirvia, kauriita, poroja, peuroja.

Niille tunnusomaisia ovat umpiluusarvet, jotka kasvavat mahtailua varten.

Useimmilla lajeilla sarvet kasvavat ainoastaan uroksille. Sarvet ovat valiaikaiset,

ne tippuvat kerran vuodessa. Jattosarvet ovat kuin hiusta tai kynttd - kun hirvieldin on jattanyt
sarvensa, se ei tarvitse niitd enag, vaan tilalle kasvaa entista suuremmat sarvet.

Sarvet ovat yhta yksildlliset kuin sormenijéljet, niistd voi ndhda yksilon vahvuuden, kypsyyden ja
terveyden. Jos |0ydat sarvet luonnosta, saat lain mukaan ottaa ne mukaasi. Poronsarvet ovat
maailman nopeimmin kasvavaa luuainesta. Suomessa ainoastaan porot tuottavat 100 000 kiloa
sarviainesta vuodessa.

Materiaalit: Poronsarviluu 15 kpl + vanerilevy.




FROM THIS NECK OF THE WOODS

This can be done in pairs of two or in a small group.
Activity:

Find the exhibition space called Salkku on the 2nd floor of the art
museum. Look carefully at the works and try to memorise them as
accurately as possible. One person closes their eyes and the
other chooses one work in their mind and starts to describe it out
loud. Tell them about the materials, whether the work is made of
wood or textiles, for example. Tell about the colours, shapes,
surfaces, themes. When the blindfolded person feels that they
can guess which work it is, they can open their eyes and point to
the work with their finger. Switch roles.

REINDEER HORN
Activity:

Sit on the bench or floor of the exhibition hall. Take a sheet of
plywood and all the reindeer horn bones from the bag. Examine the
shapes on the plywood and the reindeer horn bones. Find pairs of
bones and place them on the plywood on top of the shapes. What is
left without a pair?

More information:

Finnish forests are home to deer: elk, deer, reindeer. Deer are

distinguished from other mammals by their appendicular horns, which grow

for browsing. In most species, horns grow only on males. The horns are temporary,

falling off once a year. Residual horns are like a hair or a claw and once a deer has shed its horns,
it no longer needs them and larger horns grow in their place.

The horns are as individual as fingerprints and from them you can see the strength, maturity and
health of the individual. If you find horns in the wild, you are legally allowed to take them with you.
Reindeer horns are the fastest growing bone material in the world. In Finland, reindeer alone
produce 100,000 kilos of horn material a year.

Materials: Plywood sheet and 15 reindeer hornbones.
